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The seven most important components needed by every 

homeless (& ReEntry) person that will keep them off the streets:  

ü Information - like what HRHçs web site or 2-1-1 has to offer 
Å They need to be able to find services for themselves and/or find service 

providers, case workers & parole officers that can help them obtain 
these important components. 

ü Housing - A place to go, and come home to 
ÅShelters, transitional, supportive or other places (homes) for rent 

ü Professional Treatment for - 
ÅSubstance abuse, mental health, anger management, self esteem, etc. 

ü Case Workers, Mentors & Volunteers - 
ÅRelationships - Everyone needs someone they can depend on, and talk to  

ü Jobs - Full or part time 
ÅTraining, re-training & placement for better paying jobs 

ü Transportation -  
ÅBus passes, used autos, gas money, share ride programs 

ü Basis needs stuff like - 
ÅFood, clothes, hygiene items, medicine, email service, a cell phone, etc.
